FULL DESCRIPTION OF SITE (including topography, adjacent land use, boundaries etc.):

A mosaic of grassland (both species rich and species poor neutral grassland), and trees with more substantial
areas of woodland and scrub form this parkland at the Chepstow racecourse in the setting of the Piercefield
House.

Area 1 is broadleaved woodland adjacent to the ancient woodland SSSI and SAC. Fraxinus excelsior
dominated but mixed with Fagus sylvatica and Quercus robur.

Area 2 is described by the surveyor as a colonising community of neutral grassland with Centaurium
erythraea, Dipsacus fullonum and Carex sp.

Area 3 is poor semi-improved grassland with trees including some veteran, creating the parkland setting.
Some denser areas of trees form broadleaved woodland within which is a pond. The area including the
woodland was grazed at the time of survey. The grassland has anthills.

Area 4 is a block of scrubby woodland dominated by Crataegus monogyna.

Area 5 is a pond considered to be of high value with Sparganium erectum, Potamogeton natans, Glyceria
sp., and Potamogeton crispus.

The site is one of several SINCs in the locality. Several have been identified through the LDP process but the
nearest, a Local Wildlife Site named Chepstow Racecourse was identified through the Gwent Grasslands
Initiative in 2007. The Piercefield Park SINC is immediately adjacent to the Pierce, Alcove and Piercefield
Woods SSSI which forms part of the Wye Valley Woodlands SAC adjacent to the River Wye SAC. Together
