FULL DESCRIPTION OF SITE (including topography, adjacent land use, boundaries etc.):

This is a diverse site immediately adjacent to the River Gavenny (watercourse SINC and tributary of the
River Usk SAC). Habitats include woodland, scrub and species- rich grassland. The Cwm Mill Section
Mardy SSSI is at the northern boundary.

The grasslands are two unmanaged fields referable to MG1 dominated by Arrhenatherum elatius, other
species include Centaurea nigra, Lotus corniculatus, Luzula campestris, Stellaria graminea, Trifolium
pratense and Ranunculus bulbosus.

There are two watercourses on the boundaries of the field with surrounding woodland, scrub and tall herb.
The woodland areas support a diverse range of species and are of particular interest due to the watercourses
and the river. The site is mainly fenced.
