Springdale Farm are owned and managed by Gwent Wildlife Trust as one of its Nature Reserves. The site is situated to the 
east of Usk, and is surrounded by farmland.  Parts of the site slope steeply and there are excellent views of the Usk valley, 
Wentwood and the Brecon Beacons. The northern and eastern boundaries are defined, in the main, by hedged lanes.  The 
western boundary borders other sheep grazed pasture and woodland, while the southern boundary is demarked by a stream 
running in a westerly direction along the valley. 
 
Springdale Farm was acquired by the Gwent Wildlife Trust in 2001, and was previously run as two separate farms. It is now 
run by tenants as a certified organic farm. There are a variety of habitats present, including grazed pasture, hay meadows, 
ancient semi-natural woodland and hedgerows. Fauna include a reported large adder population. 
 
Predominantly, the site lies on red sandstone, but there are bands of limestone crossing the site, giving locally basic 
conditions, and allowing a large population of dyers greenweed to flourish. The springs that give rise to wet flushes are 
acidic in nature and flow into the stream that runs along the western boundary. 
 
The richest areas of the site, in terms of biodiversity, are the hay meadows to the north east, which are characteristic of 
unimproved grassland, and the woodland in the centre of the site, which supports a very diverse ground flora. Also of note 
are the presence of blue eyed grass – thought to be the only record in mainland Britain, and the rare goldilocks buttercup. 
 
IMPORTANT NOTE: This form has been drawn up using the GWT Acquisition Surveys (S Rogers, 2001) for the 
woodland, and information inferred from the GWT Springdale Farm Management Plan (L Maclean, 2004). Species lists 
therefore use presence rather than DAFOR, and it should especially be noted that the species lists relating to Neutral 
unimproved grassland, SI grassland and acid grassland flushes are of indicator species only.
